An "Award of Excellence" is given to the project submis-
sion with the highest accumulated point total in each
category.  The Build Hawaii Awards also recognize cer-
tain projects that may not have scored the highest, but
exemplified the highest standards of construction.
These projects receive a Build Hawaii "Award of Merit".

Construction Quality Management for Contractors
(CQM) – In a partnership with the United States
Army Corps of Engineers and the United States
Navy, the GCA offers CQM Certification classes
periodically throughout the year.

Management Program – The GCA sponsors special
educational opportunities for upper and middle 
management persons to help them keep their competitive edge and to keep abreast
of Industry developments.

Supervisory Development – The GCA has training programs for frontline
supervisors and foremen.  The AGC’s Supervisory Training Program (STP) is
designed for construction supervisors.
